in 18 Mexican states.

2016
We created the Community Center for Sexual Health and
Detection, Detecta, a service for individual sexual health, in a friendly

private and confidential atmosphere; services are rendered promptly and free
of charge by a team of experts.

2019
We collaborated in developing and promoting the

#NuevoParadigmaVIHMX together with scientists, doctors and the

Mexican Government to improve the ARV schemes for the services delivered
by the Ministry of Health for persons with HIV.

* 90% of people living with HIV will know their HIV status, 90% of people living with HIV will have access to antiretroviral therapy and 90% of people on antiretroviral therapy will have viral suppression.

2017
We adopted the Spanish version of the international Project Love
Matters, Let’s talk about Sex and Love, which in addition to information

about sex, offers fun and stimulating articles, testimonials, blogs and advice
columns.
